Two children, both boys, were 1in
a child’s hospital. While being
balhed together, one of these was
drowned. Each of the mothers in-
sisted that the living child as hers,
and as they coull not come to an
agreement, both ot them went to
Rabbi Treistman for a decision as to
which mother was in the right.

Rabbi Treistman invited several
medical specialists to investigate the
possibility of establishing which
woman was really the mother of the
living child. The physicians stated
that such a decision is at this time
impossible, and, therefore, the Rabbi
rendered decision that the child be
placed in the care of a nurse, to be
reared at the expense of both moth-
ers. The child’s appearance may

later make it possible to come to a
decision as to which woman is really
its mother.

I have your letter of February 7th,

in which you ask me for my opinion
in fact, for a “public declaration” on
the question of Zionism. In response
to .your request let me say, first of
all, that in 1884 1 visited Palestine
and became impressed with the idea
of Zionism to the extent of subse-
quently writing an article on the sub-
which was published either in
the London “Jewish World,” or in the
“Jewish Chronicle,” I do not now re-
member which. 3X

In this article I favored starting
the development of Palestine on in-
dustrial rather than on agricultural

lines. I favored the opening of fac-
tories. to be operated by up-to-date
machinery, for the manufacture of

such staple goods as would find a
market in the Mediterranean coun-
tries and in the interior of Asia and
Africal In fact, I was in favor of
converting Palestine into a new New
England, when commerce and indus-
try on American lines would be sure
to sweep the field.
This, however,
beginning. = Successful commerce and
industry were soon to open the way
for safe financial ventures, when
capital would come forward for the

construction of acquaducts to afford

an ample supply of water for irrigat-
ing and manufacturing = purposes.
The agricultural restoration of Pales-
tine could then be taken systemati-
cally in hand; when reafforestation
could be undertaken, when the an-
cient vineyard terraces could again

he supplied with earth; when hill and.

dale, when mountain-side and plain,
could again be made to blossom as
the rose; when a new Palestine would
arise, perhaps surpassing in grand-
eur the Palestine of the days of old

But presently I bethought me of
the Turk, and I was driven to the
conclusion that if the Turk excells
in anything he excells in the art of
converting something into nothing;

-that in matters of progress he is uni-

formly inert and reactionary. And
mv dream faded into dim nothing-
ness. 3

Nevertheless, was the mass of the
Jewish people to continue its exist-
ence in the humilitating congestion
of the Pale? Was no home to be
found for them . in all this broad
earth?

Then the thought occurred to me
that Lower California could afford
such a home. Right across from San
Diego I could see in dim outline the
boundary dividing the American
from -the Mexican side of California.
On the American -side worthless de-
sert lands had® been converted by
irrigation into some of the highest-
priced farming lands in the Umted
States. and what had been done on
our side of the boundary could be

* done on the other side.

And yet that body of land, Lowu
California, capable ‘ol supporting ‘in
comfort several times the number of
the congested Jewish people of Eas-
tern Europe, contained, at that time
but 33,000 inhabitants. Why could
not some arrangement be made with
the Mexican Government for the sale
of Lower California, so as to form
there an autonomous Jewish State
under the joint protectorate of the
United States and Mexico?

I presented this matter in a letter
to Lord Rothschild, to which I never

Every now and again. the problem
under consideration would recur to
me. At times the more logical and
eloquent arguments’ of the Zionists
almost won me over, and the dream
of autonomous rule in Palestine for
Israel seemed to .assume  shape;
when, alas, again the Turk came to
my -mind, and | again realized that
reliance upon him. would be as re-
liance on a rope of sand; and ‘the
dream .vanished.

Then, unexpectedly; came the im
portant announcement by the Brit-
ish Government, for the “estahlish-
ment, in  Palestine, of . national

home for the Je\\lsh pcopk

Here, then, there seemed to be no
illusion, no rope of sand. This was
the declaration of one of the chiefest
among the nations of the earth; of a
nation whose word is its bond. Thus,
all of a sudden, as when the brilliant
sun emerges from 'behind a thick
bank of black clouds, there came
Light; and at last there is held out
for the Jewish people the glorious
prospect of emancipation, of Free-
dom.

So then, it seems that the age-long
dream is about to be. realized; Pales-
tine is again to. become the Land of
Israel. Nay, more than this; for the
restoration promises to be pregnant
Eng-
land may presently find that the re-
stored Jewish Commonwealth could,
in time, serve, a valuable purpose.
It could® serve her as an effective
buffer State, ‘safeguarding her pos-
sessions in North Africa and India.
And, in that event, is it not likely
that England would find it to her
advantage to -extend the boundarics

‘of this proposed Commonwealth?

It might thus come to pass that
such a Commonwealth would, at last,

.be bounded by Egypt and Arabia: on

the southwest, extending as far north
as Antioch. thence eastward to the

Tigris, and stretching downward,
southeast, to the Persian Gulf.

But ~what service, as a buffer
State, could the Jewish Common-

wealth render England?

Commonwealth under lasting and sol-
emn obligations ‘to England. It
would then become incumbent on the
Jewish Commonwealth to be the
lynx-eyed watchman, guarding Eng-
land’s ‘interests as if they were its
own. And does not the history of
Israel show that the Jewish peonle

were faithful unfo death to an allv
who had Dbefriended © them?: And
their solemn duty to Jehovah ren-

dered such fidelity .inviolable.

And in this respect, what the Jew
was in ancient times, that he is to-
day for he is still a faithful servant
to Jehovah; indeed, ‘he has been ren
dered even more faithful through the
trials of suffering, the trials of inins-
tice heaped upon him; trials of hu-
miliation, trials more grievous, more
enduring, and harder to be borne
than have been placed npon any other
body of peonle in all . the world.
Therefore, will the _ Jewish = people
again . prove .themselves to be faith-
ful unto death.

But it would not he just to attri-
bute the generous offer of England
to a mere selfish motive. It would
undoubtedly be nearer the mark to
attribute it to a eracious imoulse, an
impulse actuating this arch-pioneer

Nor is there lack of an efficient
cause for such a generous inpulse.

Nay, more than that; it is the influ-
ence of this life and teaching which
has rendered her the dominating
power that she is; that has rendered
her a mighty apostle of Freedom for
all the world.

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The following letter was written by
Attorney Armin H. Friedman, now
Acting Sergent Major, “Somewhere
in France.” Attorney Friedman is
the son of Mr. and Mrs. Charles
Friedman, of 2002 Jenny Lind Street,
McKeesport Pa:

“Somewhere in France.”
March 30th, 1918.
Dear Everybody:

When our ship left “Somewhere in
America” for “Somewhere in France”
two colored soldiers were transferred
from the vessel at the last moment.
One was named. “Hope” Lewis; the
other John “Charity.” And so leav-
ing “hope” and “charity” behind, we
left our friends, the comforts of home,
_everything with the exception of
“faith,” which traveled as a fellow pas-
senger across ‘the Atlantic and wit-
nessed our safe arrival on French
shores.

Yesterday was a memorable day in
my life and it was so made: because
of my religious-‘“faith.” In the midst
of this gigantic . conflict, the “Jewish
soldier paused for a short time from
his military dutfies to commemorate
his Passover. In-the midst of this
world-wide struggle,-our coutitry was
so interested in my ‘faith” and the
“faith” of all Jews that although we
are far distant from our homes and
hearths, a “matzos” ration was issued
to every Jew, even on the Western
Front and during the passover, each
Jew in the service will receive his
unleavened bread with every meal.

An hour was given to the worship
of the Heavenly Ruler on that mem-
orable day. The services were held in
the Y. M. C. A. hut which had been
dedicated only the night before. How
fitting was it that with the first sun-
shine on- the following morrow should
come the words,
Lord our God. The Lord ‘is One,”’
from" the lips of two hundred Jewish
soldiers who had gathéred in service
and praise of the Almighty. How
memorable is it that these services

should be followed by the\nqta])le
Easter services.. of’ our - Christian
brethren. :

If this war does nothing else, 1t

will have achieved a great end with
regard to religious toleration. - There
is no ionger a cleavage of faiths.
We are all men no matter what Bible
we believe in or what particular creed
we desire to follow. The Y. M. C.
A. has done much in bringing about
this condition for their huts: are nou
sectarian buildings which cater to the
Christian soldier - alone. The “red
triangle” stands.for freedom of re-
ligious worship and its doors have a
magic “Open Sesame’” to everyone. It
bids all to enter.. God speed the good
work the Y. M. C. A. and its workers
are ‘doing.

Jut let us return to my Passoves.
The services were conducted by a first
lieutenant, who, leaving his home and
his family and a‘large congregation in
St. Louis enlisted last May as a private
in a Medical Corps attached to the

British Army. Leaving everything be-
hind for the sake of his convictions,
against the advice of friends and rela-
tives, this spiritual leader crossed the
Atlantic as an enlisted man, sleeping
- with his comrades in the “hole” and
doing his bit when he was called
vpon. The example of this chaplain,
E. C. Voorsanger, the first Jewish
rabbi to be rewarded with a commis-
sion, should be taken to heart and
prove an inspiration to every member
‘of our faith.

The service book, which was used
in this “never-to-be-forgotten’ service
was  the Jewish Soldiers and Sailors
Praver Book. There was a real “Yun-
tiv” feeling in the air. No one cared

This day has always been an i1mpor-
tant event among all Jews. - But this

significance and particularly to you,.

who have left firesides and dear ones
to cross the Atlantic in order to do
your share in preserving freedom for
all humanity. The centuries of tme
are unrolled and witnesses the com-

ing of the American army to liberate .

the world from the modern Pharaoh;
a maddened king, whose insanity has
cursed the world. Like Moses of old,
we come not to seek war, but to pre-
serve peace. We come not with the
lust of conquest but only in aid of our
allies to assist them as much as we
may be able in the final overthrow of
the Hohenzollerns.

“We Jews, who have fought tor
centuries for freedom, whose history
is filled with countless sacrifices for
democracy, have on this occasion the
right to be proud of our double herit-

age. We love the traditions of our
Americanism, which baptized in

struggle against tyranny, has always
maintained the ideals of a free gov-
ernment - by the people and for the
people. We love the traditions of
our faith, which has always been on
the side of democracy as against auto-
cracy. Be proud of your double herit-
age, my Jewish comrades, but let your
pride be a pride of humbleness; for the
Jewish soldier is but a part of our
great army and the American army 1s
but part of the vast forces opposed
to the maddened princess of Germany.
All must do their share. Everyone
must do his required duties to insure
victory and so we must not be too
proud of our inheritance.

“This is the first official service held
“Over Here” by a Jewish chaplain
connected with the American forces.

“The wires brought five different re-

quests for services on this day and in
two places the Y. M. C. A. offered to
pay all expenses. This service is but
the beginning. Within .a short time
there will be catalogued the name of
every member of the faith. My aim
will be to establish a. system of per-
sonal workers; men to whom you can
open your heart as brother to brother;
men to whom you will come to seek
advice and counsel. My aim will be
to establish a happy Jewish family
among the American - soldiers ‘in
France and to that end I shall strive
from day to day.

“God speed you in your efforts. May
every shot from your muskets be a
shot sounded for freedom and lib-
May every effort be dedicated

of this battle for democracy. May the
Divine Ruler bring you out of this
seething conflagration safe to return
to your dear ones, a better Jew and
a better American by reason of your
loyal and unselfish devotion to your
country and the principles for which
it stands.”

A moment later the familiar con-
cluding words of the benediction,
“May God turn his countenance
towards you and give vou peace;’ had
been uttered and one Jew was grasp-
ing the hand of his fellow Jew with
the familiar “Gut Yuntiv’ on every
comrade’s lips. Yes it was a mem-
orable Pesach. Hats off to Chaplain

Voorsanger, Jew and American, the
rabbi was not “too proud to fight” for
democracy. :

It is
expected that work on the building
will commence very shortly, by the
Harrison Construction Co.

It may be of special interest to the
men to know that there are a num-
ber of books in English, Hebrew and
Yiddish at the Library, awaiting their
men. If you desire a book please
come to the Rabbi and ask him about
it. If you have any suggestions about
new -books, make a list of same and
hand it to the Doc and he will get
them for you.

There is a service for mourners ev-
ery afternoon and evening at Y. 56,
the office and headquarters -of, the
Jewish Welfare Board.

A special overseas commission rep-
resenting the Jewish Welfare Board—

-17.S." Army: and Navy, is ‘about to

leave New York to hurry on the
work of the Board in France. There
will be two commissioners who will
be: accompanied by several welfare
workers. One commissioner will re-
turn to this country after he has made
an investigation of the situation and
compiled facts about conditions which
will be brought before the officers of
the Board here. The other commis-
sioner is to remain in France to di-
rect the activities of the workers who
accompany him. Several men are be-
ing considered for this overseas mis-
sion and the names of those selected
will be made public upon their ap-
pointment. :
Colonel Harry Cutler, chairman of
the Jewish Welfare Board, said that
the commissioners -would act-on rec-
ommendations' made by Chaplain El-
kan C. Voorsanger, an American who
is working among the Allied soldiers
of Jewish faith abroad, and who ad-
vocates that - the Jewish Welfare
Board envoys who go abroad special-
ize in personal work. The delegates

will keep in touch with the men on

the firing line, visit the wpunded and

lied colors.

Tt is probable that the delegates will
take with them a. light automobile
or motor cycles for use on the bat-
tlefields.

“And Jacob made a vow saying,
If the Lord will be with.me and
will keep me in the way that I shall
go, and . will give me bread to: eat
and ratment ro wear, so that I come
agatn to my father's house in peace,
then shall the Lord be my- God;
and of . all that thow shalt give me,
1 will give the tenth-part to thee.”
(Gen. 28:20-22.)

This vow of Jacob was thoroughly
selfish; it was a bargain with God.
Jacob said, if.God will feed me, and
keep ‘me, and fulfill my heart’s desires,
then I will worship: Him. My attitude
to Him shall reflect His to me. And
the implication is that if Ide does not
favor me, I will disavow Him as my
God.

T'his is sheer- selfishness. It seems
to us no less blasphemous than ludi-
crous. What a debased and co: IllllCILl’\l
idea of religion this is!

But is yours any higher, even if you
are not clearly conscious of .it, even if
you don’t state it in so many words?
{sn’t the actual religious attitude of
many exactly the samne as Jacob's? = If
vou are religious, you take it for grant-
ed that God will be with you; and
will preserve your health and the lives
of your dear ones. But if He does
not thus safeguard you, if you: are
stricken with sickness. or misfortune,
then perhaps your belief in ‘God totters
because He is not giving you what you
want, and what jyou insist on having,
if you are to acknowledge and w orshlp
Him as your God.

This is .a’ fair-weather religion;
is_ a- strange kind of  mercantile re-
ligion - demanding —profit but no loss.
You want" all the “satisfactions of. life
but none of its sorrows. . You are quite
as selfish as Jacob, but nol as truthful
and frank.

This selfish attitude is often as un-
cotscious as it is.common.  It'is a great
power among men.  Many think that
it is the chief force that drives them,
that it is lh(, mainspring of human na-
ture.

At any 'rate, it is ccrtamly a taproot
of human lldtlHL,
preservation, of seli-interest: It . may
express’ itself in the love of money,—
a passion that drives men, and. makes
them forget health and rest and every
higher careif they can but heap up
mountainous” wealth. - The things ‘they
chiefly desire for themselves are what
money can’ buy,—ease, luxury, pleasure,

sélf-indulgence. - And ‘to obtain this
common denominator of wvalues' they
will control their tempers, they will

smile at surly customers, they will shut
out all other interests, and concentrate
every faculty on making and saying
money. No law of the land could com-
pel a man to work so hard and sacri-
fice so much for the money that will
buy him the selfish satisfactions of life.

And similarly men will go far and
renounce ‘much for ambition, to-achieve
success, to be in the foreground; to be
recognized as leaders and masters. Am-
hition is a masfer passion,—the quest of
glory.

~ And what will a man not give up,
for the sake of his health,—to lengthen
his life or to save it? Self-preservation
is the first law of the animal world
and of humanity.

These are tremendous elemental pas-
sions,—the primitive instincts that move
men to get money that means-a liveli-
hood and more; to get the power that
money is just one means of furnishing;
to lengthen and preserve life; and thus
in all these ways to minister to self, to
make your life easier and more plea-
surable, to give it importance and in-
fluence. These are the dominant forces

in the self-centered life. Can you im-
agine any power greater than the power
of selfishness?

Yes, the power of unselfishness. I
realize how strong are the self-centered
instincts. They are primitive and com-
manding,—the drive of greed and am-
bition, the love of ease and pleasure.
Yef amazing as il may seem, there are
instincts still stronger. Unselfishness is
stronger. 5

It 1s a matter of common e\perience
to recognize that however passionate is
the love of money, the love of higher
and finer things than money is still
more passionate. Do ‘we eagerly crave
ease and comfort? Yet behold men
anxious to renource self-indulgence,
and courting hardship and privation.
We think no instinct as strong as the
instinct of: self-preservation; that the
love of life is clemental; yet on every
hand we see men gladly offering up
their lives in a cause that they value
much more than the poor breath of ex-
istence.

These are facts that come like a
breath of fresh air into the mephitic
atmosphcre of materialism and greed.
Jravery is as real as brutality; sacri-
fice as real as selfishness; heroism and
chivalry still animate and glorify hu-
manity.

And all* this saves one from being a
cynic and a pessimist. We need no dis-
illusioning; for - the ideal qualities of
men are no illusion; ‘they are solid,
they are real. The divinest attributes
in men that redeem them, that appeal
to our innermost, that thrill us through
and through, they are the most durable
of all; they, equally with the brutal and
selfish instincts are part of the founda-
tions of human nature; they survive
because they are superior elements and
must be, will be, supreme.

We see the heroism and self-forget-
fulness of the common man, toiling ui-

“weariedly not because greed drives himz.

but love,—the love of aged parents or
of wife and little ones. For them he
endures discomforts and hardships, he
overcomes weariness of body and mind,
he controls a quick temper and speaks
with civility and gentleness to those
who treat him brusquely. He leads a
hard life to feed those dependent upon
him, to provide for their necessities,
and secure them against privation and
want.

And so the mother goes down to the
gates of death to give life to her little
ones, and then spends herself for them,
sacrificing for them her own ease and
leisure, her health and strength — The
woman is the willing burden-bearer of
the house; the mother is a shining ex-
ample of unselfishness.

Whoever sacrifices for a cause or for
his comrades, the poor laborer who

‘strikes ‘to protect the rights of other

men who also labor, giving up  his
scanty livelihood for principle’s sake,
giving up all he has in the world; he,
too, is a hero in the battlefield where
not life itself is a risk but the liveli-
hood that is its equivalent.

These two -elements are always at
war in us; and we must measure true
spiritual progress by the supremacy of
the higher element.

We are today in a world-storm that

tears off all masks and disguises and
reveals the reality in men,—their true
nature. And what does it reveal? Only
man’s. ‘bratality and cruelty, only the
blood-lust. and ferocions passions of
mankind? TIs that all that is revealed
by the frightful stress and tragedy of
our times?

1t is something to be able to say
that the lower self in.-men and nations
plays but one part in this awful strug-

.‘gle. There is another part that is being

. the war;

. tom;

nlayed,—a nobler and greater part,—
just as conspicuously, just as univers-
ally. o iER

And this higher part is being played,
so far as we in America are concerned,
by - the strongest and bravest men in
our country.
nation, the born masters of great en-
terprises, are serving our country gratu-
itously in its hour of need; they are
laying their great talents and their dis-
ciplined faculties as a free-will offering
on the altar of our country. There is
something stirring within them, a high,
fine iustinct, that doesn’t count the cost,
that doesn’t care about the risk, that
oaly thinks what service can be ren-
dered by them,—the same splendid im-
pulse that moved thousands of Ameri-
can physicians and nurses to cross the
ocean to care for the stricken and
wounded. It was the glorious spirit
that sent multitudes of our young men
nto the ranks, into the fiery furnace of
actual war, to give the last heroic proof
to their country of their patriotic devo-
ticn and love:

This is one inspiring development of
this is'the sublime human ele-
ment in it—the great light that shines
behind its darkest clouds and breaks
through them, giving light to us and
clhieer.  One tremendous and magnifi-
cent thing about this great war is its
liberation of human  nature from the
dreary bonds of convention and cus-
is the opportunity it has given to
millions af men to let the. soul within
them speak and act,—to express the
chivalrous  devotion that.

would have been forever hidden and

unknown.  There is evidently somne-
thing starved in men, something big
and inarticulate. something . deeper

than -aught else in their nature, whose
utterance will make their whole - life
worth lﬂ\mg There are multitudes of
men rejoicing in this great opportunity,
to whom the chance of laying down
their lives- for their native land comes
as a privilege and a joy.

It is marvelous huw
grades men
opens the floodgates of personality and
gives the soul a chance to speak; it
releases the heroism and . great-heart-
edness in them. It is a new ‘attitude
of life, a new and passionate devotion
to the common welfare that inspires
and transfigures men,
walk upon high unusual levels.

Such heroism and renunciation are
awakened in great souls in these ter-
rible times. But then there are other
natures. - There are miserable men
whose only idea of a national crisis is
to make money out of it; to monopo-
lize the necessities of life, to force pric-
es up. to grind the faces of the poor,
to coin the blood of the people into
money. What punishment is adequate
for profiteering in time of war, for
squeezing exorbitant charges out of
meager ‘purses, while we ‘are sending
our flesh and blood over the ocean per-
haps to lay down their lives for us.

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ZION RESTORATION CONVEN-

TION IN PITTSBURGH.

The next convention of the Zion-
ist Organization of America will be
held in Pittsburgh beginning Sun-
day, June 23, and ending on the even-
ing of Thursday, June 27. A com-
mittee of Pittsburgh Zionists is al-
ready busy with preliminary arrange-
ments, and is organizing strong com-
mittees to handle all of the elaborate
details that will be necessary for the
successful details that will be nec-
essary for the successful conduct of

i the most important convention ever
“held in the history of the Zionist

movement.

Since last June, when the Zionists
convened in Baltimore, practically
every Allied country in Europe, led
most of the
allied countries, have declared them-
selves in favor of -the establishment
of a Jewish national
Palestine, and have given or have
pledged themselves to give to the
aims and purposes of the Zionist
movement that public recognition
and legal assurance which is the basic
principle of the Basle program. Brit-
ish arms have] successfully cleared
the way for the actual work of re-
storation. The Jewish Administra-
tive : Commission,. the first Jewish
governmental body in Palestine in
2,000 years, is already quartered in
Tel Aviv, the beautiful suburb of
Jaffa. A defidlite program has been
worked out by this commission which
is charged with the duty of laying
the foundation for ‘rehabilitated
Palestine, for a Jewish state which
shall be an adequate answer to the
ideals of government and social jus-
tice that the Jews have carried in
their souls during the centuries of
oppression. A Jewish regiment, or-
ganized in London, is already  in

Palestine, and on its way to the bat- -

tle front. Over a thousand young

“men have joined the Jewish legion

that is going to Palestine from Amer-
ica. Throughout the ‘world a vast
sum of money has been. raised for
the purpose ‘of the Jewish Adminis-
trative Commission. American Jew-
ryv has thus far contributed over $1.-
000,000 toward this fund.

All of this will be embodied in the
reports that will be made at the
Pittsburgh  Convention, -at which
there will be delegates from 500 so-
cieties. The Conventioni will
cern itself with concrete Palestinian
problems, and its work, roughly
divided, will fall into two categories:
(a) political (b) economic. The dis-
cussions at this convention will deal
with the Jewish State as a reality and
with practical work in Palestine.
Ways and means will be devised for

carrying forward what has been so

auspiciously begun, and to make cer-
tain of its permanent character.
The new situation with regard to
Palestine, a situation for which the
Zionists have hoped and worked
these past twenty years, makes a re-
organization of the American branch
movement a matter for immediate
consideration.

The Pittsburgh committee is plan-
ning to make the convention head-
quarters at the Soldiers Memorial
Hall and to utilize the many public
buildings in the neighborhood for
convention sessions, mass meetings,
and social functions. The execu-
tives have -every reason to believe
that the Pittsburgh convention will
surpass all preceding conventions in
the way of attendance, enthusiasm
and interest.

GERMAN ANTI-ZIONISTIC PRO-
PAGANDA IN RUSSIA
REPORTED.

Washington — Our = correspondent
has learned from absolutely authori-
tative sources, that a new German
Propaganda against Zionism has been
started in the German-occupied terri-
tories in Russia, and especially in Po-
land. This propaganda is being
spread among the Jews to counter-
act the Zionistic influence.

The Germans are spreading rumors
among the Jews, to the effect that
England aims to keep Palestine and
with this end in view, 1s using the
Jewish people simply as tools. The
Germans ‘are attempting to prove
that, should Great Britain succeed in
securing  Palestine, she will keep it
as one of her possessions instead of
giving it to the Jews. The promise to
restore Palestine to the Jews, is

spoken of as one of the imperialistic -

tricks of Great Britain. It is stated
that German Propaganda is spread-
ing rapidly and is very injurious to
the Zionistic cause.

The Jewish correspondent regaras
the news of this propaganda as evid-
ence that Germany is certain that she
is unable to secure Palestine by force.
She, therefore, finds it necessary to
have recourse to strategy and to try
to undermine the Zionist movement
by spreading these rumors.

It is no longer necessary to elaborate on the subject of the need
for war reliet; that phase of the situation is far behind us. Every

month, every day, every hour finds the necessities of the occasion.

stances a few months, or a few weeks ago, and were in a position to
help their stricken brethern, are themselves now standing in the
bread lines holding out their hands'in piteous supplication for some-
thing to eat. So it requires, as we stated, no special emphasis to
bnng home to the mind and heart of every person reading this edi-
torial the overwhelming need for immediate assistance and of the
largest possible measure. With these facts before them, with an in-
timate knowledge of existing conditions as brought almost daily to
their attention by those on the ground in the warring countries of
Europe, our co-religionists are again beginning the greatest of all
drives to total millions of dollars to help the suffering Jews of Europe
and the far East. In Pittsburgh, the Committee of Relief for Jewish
War Sufferers, as it is officially known, have already laid their plans
for a far-reachmg systematic campaign in keeping with the impera-
tive requirements of the situation. Under the co-operation of the
American Jewish Relief Committee; the Central Relief Committee,
the Peoples’ Relief Committee, and the Jewish Board for Welfare
Work for the U. S. Army and Navy, a dinner will be held at the
Concordia Club, on Sunday evening, May 12th, at which time men
of national and international reputation will be present to make an
appeal to the community of Pittsburgh to do its duty as it has always
done. It will be gratifying to all who are interested-in this work to
note that all the committees will devote their united efforts to col-
lecting funds: before three committees worked separately and much
useless effort was expended, and some of the efficiency that comes
with a central organization was lost. But now the American, the
Peoples and the Central Committees are working together for the
common cause of suffering humanity. This augurs well for the re-
sults that must be achieved. It will be noted that a new name ap-
pears on the list of the societies interested in this collection, namely
the Jewish Board for Welfare Work for the United States Army and
Navy. The purpose of this is to do away with another collection,
but to give a certain percentage of the total amount collected, to meet
the needs of the Jewish boys in the various cantonments in this coun-
try, as well as to follow the work over seas, where our boys require
even more consideration and attention. :

Tt is unnecessary to expatiate at length on the need for funds
to carry on the Welfare work; the war has been brought so directly
home to so many of us that every one realizes now that money must
be supplied to maintain those valuable agencies that minister to the

two worthier causes. It is the period of sacrifice and self-denial;
after all we have the blessed privilege and opportunity of pursuing
our work in peace and security ; there may be some economic handi-
caps that may reduce our ability to produce the maximum income
to which we may feel ourselves entltlcd as a result of our labors, but
for those who feel that way we recommend the reading of “Under
Fire,” writter: by Henri Barbusse. After a careful reading of that
book we feel quite sure that earning a few dollars less will sink into

So all of us should feel so grate-
ful that we are permitted to continue to enjoy of the blessings of
opportunity to work, to earn and to save that those who are the real
victims of the war should be generously helped by us. So .while
there are some human beings in this town who wouldn’t give a cent
to help keep the body and soul of a starving child together, and while
there are some rich who are so contemptible that they give in the
most niggardly fashion (one would think that they would be ashamed
to look at themselves in a mirror), yet thank God, that most of the
people have hearts, and imaginations and sympathies that evoke
a ready and generous response to the appeal of sufferings.

This seems to be the more strange
that Germany, Austria-Hungary and
Turkey belong to the signatory Pow-
ers to the Treaty of Berlin which
secured, according to its article 44
full equality of rights for the Jews
in Rumania.

The hope however ought not to
be abandoned that the Jews in the
countries of the Central Powers will
succeed ‘with the assistance of the
respective democratic Parties in in-
ducing' their Governments to raise
the Jewish Question during the dis-
cussion of the details of the Peace
agreement. e hope that guarantees
will be obtained. These guarantees
ares

1. Collective Naturalization of all
the Rumanian Jews.

2. Insertion in the Rumanian Con-
stitution of ‘a paragraph which un-
equivocally grants equal rights to the
Jews.

3.. The carrying out of all the
stipulations in question must be ful-
filled. within a short time term of a
few months.

ot continuous persecution. It could
then begin the labors of its appointed
task.

And what is that task? It is indi-
cated in the following words of Scrip~
ture:

“All the nations of the earth shall
be blessed in him.” “Therefore will
1 make thee the light of the nations,
that thou mayest be my salvation unto
the end of the earth.” “And thou
shalt be called the repairer of the
breach, the restorer of paths to dwell
in.”

Part of this task has already been
accomplished. It is now some two
thousand years since the ethics of
Israel were promulgated to the Gen-

tiles, and  the world was Chri.stian-
ized. But the nations, in their as-
sumption of the right of absolute

sovereignty rule, are still under the
sway of paganism. Such an assump-
tion of absolute sovereignty is pagan.
It is protested against by the Jewish
people. In the Jewish prayer-book
we read “Our Father and our King
we have no Sovereign but Thee.”
Protest against absolute sovereignty
has been made by the Jewish people
from time immemorial to the present
day. Such sovereignty is protested
against from cover to cover of the
Old Testament.

“But,” asks the enquirer, “is not
Christianity . also ‘opposed ‘to ‘such
absolute sovereignty rule? Does not

the New Testament protest against
it as emphatically as the Old?”

I do not think so.  As I stated in
a recent article “on the one hand the
realization of national and interna-
tional justice and equity is the goal to
which the Old Testament points; this
is the principle which it persistently
teaches and promulgates; indeed the

task of promulgating this principle is
assigned by the Prophets as the Mis-
sion of Israel.

“On the other hand, the New Tes-
tament limits its political postulates
to the interference to be derived from
the illustration of the penny: “"Render
unto Caesar the things that are Cae-
sar’s,” to which Paul adds his coin-
mentary 'of obedience to the rulers,
to “the powers that be.” for, says he,
“they are ordained of God.” (Rom.
X181, )

Speaking on this head Roman says.

“Render unto Caesar the things
that are Caesar’s. Assuredly such a
doctrine had its dangers. 1o estab-
lish (this) as a principle . . was to
destroy republicanism in the ancient
form and to favor' all tyranny. Chris-
tianity, in this sense, has contributed
-much to weaken the sense of duty
of the citizen and to deliver the
world into the ahsolute power of ex-
isting circumstances.”

“This teaching, as we see, leaves
the door open for the upbuilding of
unconditioned sovereignty rule, for
autocracy, for just such rule as was
almost universal down to the days of
the French Revolution; a rule which
is still with us, still powerful enough
to challenge a world of opposers; a
rule which elects to set aside justice
and equity whenever it may suit its
purpose so to doj; a rule which, even
in our day, elects for its convenience
to treat a contract between nations
a - solemn  treaty, as . a ‘‘scrap. of
paper;” a rule against which the na-
tions of the world are now up in arms
in a life and death struggle.

We cherish as our most exalted
hope the belief that the day will
come when Israel will be called upon
to take up his mission tor the aboli-
tion of such absolute sovereignty
rule upon earth; to ensure the accept-
ance of the ethics taught by the
Prophets; to bring the nations, col-

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lectively as well as individually, un-
der the yoke of law, the law of jus-
tice, of equity, of righteousness. And
this rule of law, of the law ot right-
eousness, must in the end culminate
in the democratization of the nations
and in the formation of a Confedera-
tion of these Democracies under a
Constitution.

Has it not been this idea, this tdeal
that, has, through the centuries, given
Israel almost superhuman . strength,
strength to withstand the terrors to
which, as bearer of this message, he
was subjected? Is not the ideal o1
this high service consciously or poten-
tially in the mind and soul of the
Jew today? Has it not come down
to him through some torty centurics
of transmitted heredity? [Has it not
thus become a rooted psychic 1orce
in Israel? It has indeed; a force
which no power in the world can now*
eradicate.

And- is there not room for tnis
force as a mnecessary supplement to
Christianity? © As is well known
Christianity deals, in the main, with
certain. matters of the soul and its
translation to heaven, whereas Juda-
ism in the main, concerns itself with
matters of righteousness upon eartn
Judaism is concerned with the ques-
tion of righteousness of the nations
singly and with righteousness of the
nations collectively. It is concerned
with political righteousness, with so-
cial righteousness, with righteousness
in exchange, with economic right-
eousness. There is thus room .in the
world, side by side, for a dynamic
and militant Christianity. on the one
hand, and for a dynamic and militant
Judaism on the other. 3

Therefore, the announcement by
the British Government for the ‘“‘es-
tablishment in Palestine of a national
home for the Jewish people” is wel-
comed as an. earnest that Israel will
soon be in a position to take up this
mission. And for this reason Jews

the

everywhere, .and at all times, must
ever be grateful, must ever be under
obligations to England for the noble
initiative she has ‘taken,: furthering
the labors of the Zionists the world
over in this matter which so deeply
concerns Israel and his Mission.

Our earnest prayers go up to the
Almighty for the success of Generul
Allenby and of the British and Al-
lied arms in Palestine, and the world
over, now battling, in this great
struggle of Democracy against Auto-
cracy, for Jehovah, the Power of
Righteousness, against Odin, = the
power of brute force.

“My Four Years In Germany” at the Nixon Next Week
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BOLSHEVIKI PROCEEDINGS
AGAINST COUNSELOR
BROMSON.

Petrograd.—As previously reported
the well known Jewish community
worker and " statesman, Counselor
Bromson had been arrested by the
Bolsheviki and proceedings-were fin-

ally brought against him. These pro-

ceedings were so interesting and so
characteristically as to make them
well worth repeating.

The trial was held before the so
called ‘““Volks’ Tribunal.” ‘the new
court established by the Bolsheviki.
This body has dispensed with the
services of official prosecutors and
learned attorneys. The rank and file
of the pepple appear as defendants
and plaintiffs before the Tribunal
and everybody has the right to speak
for or against a defendant. Those
assembled in the court room must
maintain silence during the proceed-
ings but they are permitted to make
a silent demonstration for or against
a speaker. That is, they signify their
approval of a speaker by rising from
their seats and their disapproval by
remaining seated.

When Bromson appeared in the
court room the whole assemblage
rose. 'Charges were made against

him and the following scene was en-
acted: A newspaper which mention-
ed Bromson as a prominent co-work-
er had calumniated the Bolshevikis,
stating that the latter had betrayed
Russia into the hands of Germany;
they had also made other criticisms
regarding the Bolsheviki politics. A
second charge was to the effect that
Bromson continued to refer to him-
self as a member of the Parliamen-
tary Commission which had been es-
tablished during the Kerensky regime
after the Bolsheviki had ordered
that this Commission cease to func-
tion. The third charge was, that he
had failed to turn over the new Bol-
sheviki Government moueys which
belonged to the Commission and
which' he was said to have in his
possession.

The presiding officer of the Tribun-
al, asked Bromson whether he desired
to plead guilty to the charge preferred
against him. Bromson responded that
he recognized neither the power nor
the right of the Bolsheviki and their
courts, but as many community
workers were among those present,
he desired to make a statement re-
garding the charges brought against
him. Bromson then stated that he
and other members of the Commit-
tee established to defend the Nation-
al Assembly, had been arrested with-
out being told of what they had been
accused. Later, charges were pre-
ferred against him. and. it was clear
that he was first arrested and then
steps were taken to find accusations
with which to charge him.

Bromson made a very pointed ad-
dress against the Bolshevikis and was
several times interrupted by the pre-

siding officer. The latter then ap-
pealed to the assemblage for wit-
nesses in these proceedings. Many

responded, the first one to step for-
ward being the learned and - well-
known statesman Peshechonev. He
stated that it was unjust to accuse
Bromson of the newspaper article
as Bromson is not a writer and he
gave his name to the newspaper only
because he was in sympathy with
their policies.  Peshechonev pointed
out that even during the reign - of
the brutal Czar, the . officials would
not have dared to bring such an ac-
cusation against Bromson. At this
point. he was interrupted by the pre-
siding officer who remarked that
Peshechonev was expected to relate
facts and not to voice his opinions.
Peshechonev responded that he had
announced himself to the presiding
officer as an expert not as a witness.
The presiding officers’ answer that
experts were not permitted in the
Tribunal, brought for a remark from
Peshechonev to the effect that no
one known what is or is not per-

. tionalist Krumoroff responded.

mitted and he was, thereupon, angrily
ordered to maintain silence. A mem-
ber of the Committee then stepped
forward to defend the National As-
sembly, stating that: DBromson had
not written one word of the news-
paper articles, secondly Bromson had
previously resigned from the office
of cashier to the committee and not
having received any funds, he could
not possibly return the moneys re-
ferred to in the charges. This wit-
ness further declared that Bromson
is a revolutionary worker of many
years standing and was a revolution-
ist when the members of the Tribun
al were still seeking favor with the
autocratic government.

The workman Bolotin then stepped
forward and made scathing remarks
about' the Bolsheviki. He was or-
dered to leave the court room but
responded that he refused to obey
the commands of the Bolsheviki. The
assembly protested against the pre-
siding officer for not permitting any-
one free speech and an uproat en-
sued. The presiding officer ordered
the soldiers to clear the court room.
During this procedure, he reminded
himself of the fact that he is now a
member of a Democratic Government,
and, therefore, apologized to the as-
sembly. stating, that all, excepting
Bolotin could remain in the court
room. Bolotin rose and stated that
he despised the Bolsheviki and the Tri-
bunal but, not wishing to interrupt
the discussion, he would leave the
court room.

Several speakers, among them work-
ers and soldiers, came forward to
defend- Bromson. The presiding of-
ficer then inquired whether any one
present desired to bring accusation
against Bromsom. At first, there was
no response but finally the Interna-
He
made a masterly address which, while
apparently an accusation was really a
criticism of the methods of the Bol-
sheviki. When it occurred to the pre:
siding officer that this was no accu-
sation, he refused to permit Krumo-
roff to continue. Then Bromsom.
himself, delivered a long address, stat-

-ing that the Bolsheviki had deceived

the people, and by their methods they
were leading Russia to the brink of
an-abyss. His address made a strong
impression and although applause was
not permitted in the Tribunal, he
was vehemently applauded by the as-
semblage. The Tribunal then pro-
nounced sentence and Bromson was
declared guilty in the matter of the
newspaper even when he knew the
statements, againdt the {Biolsheviki,
had been made. The Tribunal, there-
fore, decided that Bromson merits
the “Social Contempt and Reproach
of the People.” Bromson was fully
cleared of all other accusations. The
assemblage gave him a hearty ova-
tion which was continued when he
appeared on the streets.

A REVISION OF THE MYASAYE-

Petrograd.—The Bolsheviki Gov-
ernment, has decided to make a re-
vision of the proceedings against
Col. Mpyasayedev, who; as is well
known, was accused of being a spy
in the employ of Germany and was
sentenced to.death. Two prominent
Jews, the Freedberg Bros. of Brisk
who were also sentenced at the same
time, were hanged. :

The Bolsheviki 'Government now
has sufficient evidence that false testi-
mony was given at these proceedings

bv Nicholai: Nicholaiowitz, former
Minister Shegelowitov and others.

-given at the trial and that the pro-
ceedings were most unjust. has long
since been well known. Mr. M. F.
Seidman, former war correespondent
‘for New York newspapers, had writ-
ten numerous articles regarding this
matter in the New York Press. He
was at that time unable to -divulge
the source of his information. He
can now state that the said informa-
tion was given-him by the well known
lJawyver and Zionist, Simon- Rosen-
baum, who was greatly interested in
these proceedings and had prepared

himself to carry on, at the cessation
of the war, an international agitation
for-a revision of these criminal pro-
ceedings at which several Jews were
ruined.
