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U. S. Senate Committee Finds 
Anti-Semitic Trend in U.S.S.R.
W ASH IN G TO N  (J T A )— Soviet dictator Nikita S. Khrushchev 

may be even more anti-Semitic than Stalin according to an ex­
tensive study o f  minority problems in the Soviet Union published by 
the Senate Internal Security Committee. The study was prepared by 
the legislative reference service o f  the U.S. Library o f  Congress.

The report detailed an anti-Semitic trend in the Soviet Union and
said it was doubtful if  this tr e n d # ---------------------------------------------------- —
will be reversed if  pronouncem ents 
and actions of Khrushchev are any 
index.

According to the U. S. study,
Khrushchev has “ a long record o f 
anti-Semitism.”  The report re­
called that as Prime Minister in 
the Ukraine, a fter W orld W ar II, 
he issued orders banning Jews 
from important local ^offices. He 
was the first Prime Minister o f  a 
republic to close Jewish theaters,

T he 
word “ Jew ”  n ever  appears, but 
the “ villian ’ s”  nam e is ob v iou s­
ly Jewish, he is described ' as 
sleek and slim y, sly and  m ean, 
hard and un scru pu lous, in the 
pursuit o f  his d ishon orab le  
aims, out to a ch ieve  p rivate  
gain by fou l m eans: sw indle,
fraud, excessive profits.

Along w ith  the Jew ish v il­
lain, there is also the G entile  
villain who abets and  p rotects  
the Jew. On rare occasion s, a 
good Jew ”  is cou n terp osed  to 

a “bad Jew .”

The report 
cited a concensus that M oscow has 
gone fa r  in denationalizing but 
not assimilating the remnants of 
Soviet Jewry. “ Organized Jewish 
communal life  no longer exists in 
its vital form . Nor have guaran­
tees o f collective rights, or in fact 
individual rights, been respected,”  
the report established.

“ For the immediate future, it 
is difficult to foresee any great 
measure o f  relief from  Soviet dis­
crimination and abuse o f  power 
and it is equally difficult to fo re ­
see any perceptible narrowing of 
the gap between promise and fu l­
fillm ent in M oscow ’s treatment of 
its non-Russian peoples.”

The report was drawn from  
many sources. It dealt with m inori­
ties in the Soviet empire which was 
termed the “ prison house o f  na­
tions and races.”

Rabbi Kertzer Gets 
Catholic Citation

ROME ( J T À ) — R a b b i Morris 
Kertzer, director o f the Inter-Re 
ligious A ffa irs  Division . o f the 
American Jewish Committee, has 
become the first rabbi to receive 
the Gold Medal o f the Pro Deo 
C a th o lic  U n iv e r s i t y  of Social 
Studies.

Dominican Father Félix Morlion, 
dean of the University, said the 
award had been ‘given to Rabbi 
Kertzer because “ nourished by the 
wisdom of the founding fathers 
and animated by the firm  will to 
promote for  God the culture of all 
peoples, he has been among the 
first to apply these principles of 
his heart.”

Rabbi Kertzer, who is en route 
to Japan to address the Evangeli 
cal World Conference on Christian 
Education, said he had “ long range 
optimism”  on the development of 
Catholic-Je wish relations.

Churchill Pleased 
By Israel’s Growth

LONDON (J T A )— “ I have been 
a Zionist for  many years, and it is 
a great pleasure to me to see Is­
rael grow ing so rapidly and play­
ing a leading part in the affairs of 
the Middle East only ten years 
a fter its birth,”  Sir W in s to n  
Churchill declared at his Chart- 
well country home.

Sir W inston made this state­
ment at a cerem ony at which he 
presented a golden key o f  the au­
ditorium which bears his name at 
the Haifa Technion to British in­
dustrialist Isaac W olf son, Israel 
Am bassador Eliahu Elath and 
Michael Sobell, president o f  the 
British Friends o f  Technion.

Nothing that Israel is “ faced 
with great difficulties,”  the fam ­
ous statesman added: “ But if  you 
maintain your lead in education 
and especially in technical educa­
tion, it will go along well towards 
im proving your position. I am glad 
that the Technion is taking in stu­
dents o f all nationalities, and I am 
convinced that it will be a great 
influence fo r  the development of 
the Middle East, and in the inter­
est o f  all the people who dwell 
there.”

Am bassador Elath, who accept­
ed the key, said that “ the friendly 
and generous words”  o f the Brit­
ish statesman “ will be received 
with gratitude by the people of 
Israel who so greatly respect and 
admire him.”  Mr. W olfson  present­
ed Sir W inston with an album o f 
photographs taken during, the op­
ening o f  the Churchill A uditori­
um and said he hoped that Sir 
Winston would be able to visit 
Israel soon.

University Medical, hoping to spe­
cialize in psychiatry. But trying 
to raise a fam ily on the slender 
pay o f an assistant rabbi while at­
tending medical school started be­
com ing too big a burden, although 
the bearded young Orthodox rabbi 
was able to finance part o f  his 
medical education by loans.

His plight came to the attention 
o f the comedian when Thomas had 
lunch with officials o f  the Univer­
sity who told the com ic about Rab­
bi Twerski’s financial struggle. 
A fter  some inquiries, Thomas told 
one o f his luncheon partners,

James Quinlin, business manager 
o f  the University, to tell Rabbi 
Twerski that the comedian had 
decided to assure the needed funds 
o f  between $3,500 and $4,000, 
“ even if I have to raise it all m y­
self.”

A ccording to Irv Kupcinet, Chi­
cago Sun-Times columnist, a fund 
was raised then and there. Rabbi 
Twerski, who has never met Thom ­
as, said he hoped to use the money 
to finish medical school, start a 
practice “ and earn enough money 
to repay all these loans.”

He said he also hoped some day 
to set up a scholarship fund “ to 
help some deserving married man 
through medical school.”

TOKYO (JT A ) —  A  spokesman 
fo r  the Third Asian Games Orga­
nization Committee here criticized 
the Times o f  Indonesia, influential 
Indonesian newspaper, fo r  sug­
gesting that Israel and two other 
nations be excluded fom  the 1962 
Asian games in Djakarta fo r  po­
litical reasons.

In suggesting editorially that 
Israel, Form osa and the Republic 
o f Korea be excluded from  the 
games, the paper w rote: “ To per­
mit the Israelis to send their com ­
petitors here would bring to the 
breaking point our relationship 
with the A rab states. To ask F or­
mosa would provoke an open 
breach with (Comm unist) China. 
As we have not established rela­
tions with either o f  the Koreas it 
would be w rong to let Seoul send 
its athletes to Indonesia.”

Despite the fa c t  that all three 
nations com peted in the Third Asi­
an games held last May in Tokyo, 
the Indonesian newspaper added: 
“ It is our duty to let intending 
participants know who will and 
who will not be acceptable. It 
would be im prudent and in bad 
taste to invite Israel, Form osa and 
South K orea.”

In Tokyo, a spokesman fo r  the 
Third Asian Games Organizing 
Committee said, “ An invitation 
from  the organizing com mittee in 
Djakarta is unnecessary. I f  Israel, 
Formosa and the Republic o f  K o­
rea want to com pete, they can do 
so— with or without D jakarta’s 
permission.”

French Je>vs Welcome 
Soustelle Appointment

PARIS (JT A ) —  The appoint­
ment o f  Jacques Soustelle as a 
member o f  the de Gaulle Govern­
ment was welcom ed in Jewish cir­
cles in France. In addition to his 
known pro-Israel stand, the new 
Minister o f  I n f o r m a t io n  has 
fought anti-Semitism wherever it 
has appeared.

M. Soustelle, chairman o f  the 
rightist Franco-Israel A lliance, has 
consistently campaigned fo r  a clos­
er military relationship between 
France and the Jewish State. He 
recently expressed his belief that 
the present regime here would 
continue France’s close ties with 
Israel. He has visited Israel on sev­
eral occasions.

an identity card, the Rosen plan 
would substitute three classifica­
tions. The first would allow for 
an answer to combined religion and 
nationality to be filled in with the 
religion, o f the applicant; the sec- 
cond, for  an applicant to make sep­
arate entries for  religion and na­
t i o n a l i t y — p r e s u m a b ly  A r a b s , 
Christians or atheists would use 
this column; the third classifica­
tion would be appropriate for  those 
who “ assumed”  the Jewish religion.

In turning; dow n this plan, the 
relig iou s leaders said that it w ou ld  
on ce  again  set up tw o kinds o f  
Jews.— those w ho are Jewish by 
relig ion  and those w ho are Jewish 
by d eclara tion . A ft e r  turning this' 
plan dow n, the R elig iou s p arty  o f ­
fic ia ls  re iterated  their w illingness 
to discuss any new proposals to 
solve the crisis, though they again 
stressed their desire to return to 
what they ca lled  the “ status q u o ”  
— the reg istra tion  m ethod  in e f ­
fe c t  when M oshe Shapira was m in­
ister o f  the in terior.

Meanwhile the Religious party 
and r e l ig io u s  authorities have 
launched a campaign to arouse 
public opinion against the govern­
m ent regulations. Municipal coun­
cils will be the scene next week of 
fierce debates, as religious bloc 
councillors ask for  a resolution 
urging the government to change 
its action.

It was learned that religious 
party delegates to the forthcom ing 
meeting o f the W orld Jewish Con­
gress in Geneva will put forth the 
same demand.

The qu estion  w ill also be  placed 
on the agen da  o f  the n ex t m eeting 
o f  the Z ion ist A ction s  C om m ittee .

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A  Correspondent's Comparison: 
Israel vs. Brussels Exhibition

JERUSALEM  (J T A )— The Israel exhibition, one o f  the main high­
lights o f the Tenth Anniversary celebrations, opened on the western 

outskirts o f Jerusalem, not far from  the new Hebrew University 
campus. Though it is the largest exhibition ever put together in Israel, 
its 30 acres cannot com pete in size and variety with the W orld E x­
position in Brussels. Still, having toured both exhibitions extensively,
this correspondent would like to 4 -  ------------------------------------------------------
make certain comparisons.

Whereas in Brussels at least 
half o f the exhibition was not 
ready on opening day, in Jerusa­
lem practically everything was set 
three hours before the opening 
ceremony.

Naturally, the Israel Exhibition, 
as its name indicates, is a national 
show, without foreign  participa­
tion. It is much smaller and less 
ambitious. The Brussels exposi­
tion is supposed to be a "general 
stock-taking”  o f  the achievements 
o f the human, race (it falls quite 
short o f that). The Israel Ex­
hibition aims primarily to show the 
achievements o f  this country in 
ten years.

The Jerusalem exhibition has 
three sections: national, economic 
and entertainment.

The Israel story is shown in the 
National Section, which occupies 
most o f  the huge Convention Cen­
tre and a large neighboring tem­
porary building. Israel’s roots are 
represented by the display o f the 
original Dead Sea Scrolls, some o f 
the oldest known manuscripts and 
prints o f the Bible, illuminated 
maps and pictures showing the 
long centuries o f exile and the 
decades o f  Zionist awakening, cul­
minating in the display o f  the 
original copy o f Israel’s Declara­
tion o f  Independence.

Reborn Israel proudly shows the 
reception and integration o f hun­
dreds o f thousands o f new immi­
grants, the expansion o f  educa­
tional, medical and social facilities, 
and the efforts  to develop the 
country’s econom ic and cultural 
life. Naturally, there is also an 
exhibit o f  the Israel Army, includ­
ing a pictorial re-enactment o f its 
main military operations, from  its 
illegal days during the B r it is h  
Mandate through the W ar o f In­

dependence and in the Sinai Cam­
paign.

A  glimpse o f  the future is o f ­
fered by the displays o f  the begin­
ning o f  exploitation o f  the mineral 
wealth o f the Negev, by a scale 
model o f a “ sun reactor”  running 
a small steam engine, and by a 
model o f an atomic reactor in 
operation.

The progress o f  Israel’s econo­
my in the past ten years is pre­
sented in more detail in the E co­
nomic Section, where about 400 
industrial, com m ercial and service 
enterprises opened their exhibits.

For the entertainment o f  young 
people o f  all ages, a pocket size 
Coney Island has been set up at 
the Exhibition. Around a “ water 
organ”  or cascading colored jets 
dancing to the tune o f  organ mu­
sic, the various delights o f  a fun 
park have been erected.

Entertainment o f a more sophis­
ticated nature is provided in the 
auditoriums o f  the main building, 
the main hall o f  which can seat 
3,000 people. Here concerts, dance 
perform ances and films are pre­
sented alongside such international 
attractions as the London Festival 
Ballet, the Israel Philharmonic 
under the baton o f  Dimitri Mi- 
troupulos, opera perform ances fe a ­
turing members o f the M etropoli­
tan Opera Company, Inbal— the 
Israel dance theatre— etc.

All in all, about 3,000,000 Is­
rael pounds have been invested in 
the Exhibition, almost three times 
as much as in the Israel Pavilion 
at the Brussels Exposition. The 
Israel Pavilion in Brussels is ex­
pected to be. visited by at least six 
times as many people— almost all 
o f  them non-Israelis— as the num­
ber o f visitors at the Israel Exhibi­
tion in Jerusalem, most o f  whom 
will be Israelis.

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Propaganda 
Revisions

THE battle to win Nasser is gain­
ing new mom entum now, and we 
predict that greater confusion and 
anti-Israel sentim ent can only re­

sult. W hile Nasser and the United A rab 
Republic sink ever deeper into the m ire 
oif Russian influence and control, the 
cam paign to resurrect A rab respect in the 
W est must necessarily grow  m ore v igor­
ous. Such a cam paign, seem ingly harmless 
in itself, is actually a guise fo r  some truly 
treacherous operations.

To begin with, the cam paign to rescue 
Nasser fo r  the W est is being conducted 
by the A rab Inform ation  Center, which 
has numerous functions, ch ief o f  which 
is to lobby against Israel. And, it is fr ig h t­
ful to conceive the possibility that Nasser 
and the U A R  have arrived now at the 
point where Chiang Kai Shek and China 
have been fo r  many years; that is, W est­
ern aid, meant to serve as a rescue from  
Russia, only gets lost in the shuffle while 
the Soviet continues to consolidate her 
own position. F or m any purposes, Nasser 
and his em pire are already som ething o f 
a Soviet satellite. Even our own State De­
partment is grow ing som ewhat alarmed 
over the apparent degree o f penetration 
by the Soviet into the M iddle East.

Now, we return to the A rab In form a­
tion Center, which began business a dec­
ade or so ago as spokesman fo r  the A rab 
League. Today, however, the League is 
nearly defunct, being com pletely dom i­
nated by Nasser. Iraq delegate to the UN, 
Mohamed Fadhil Jamali recently s a id : 
“ Those who know the internal story o f 
the A rab League know that it is m ore or 
less one departm ent o f  the E gyptian F or­
eign O ffice— no more, no less.”  It follow s 
logically then that A rab propaganda 
speaks alone fo r  Nasser and it could also 
explain the recent failure o f the A rab 
League to take any punitive action against 
Nasser on behalf o f  Lebanon.

It is o f m ore than passing interest to 
note, therefore, that A rab and pro-A rab 
propaganda forces seem to be re-group­
ing, as it were, and concentrating in 
W ashington, D. C. W ithin the last sev­
eral weeks o ffices  have been opened in the 
nation’s capital by the A rab  Inform ation 
Center, the propaganda bureau mentioned 
above; the A m erican Friends o f  the M id­
dle East, the leading Am erican pro-A rab 
organ ization ; and the A m erican Council 
fo r  Judaism, the anti-Zionist organization. 
It is estimated that the A rab Inform ation 
Center, with five  separate locations in 
the U. S., spends som ething over one m il­
lion dollars annually. As Nasser and Rus­
sia grew  closer, A rab propaganda began 
to rely heavily on anti-Am erican senti­
ment as a policy.

The next several months should prove 
interesting as the true significance o f the 
propaganda switch becomes apparent. 
Has Nasser, in fact, becom e frightened 
over involvem ents with the Soviet? In 
such a case, it would be necessary to 
restore W estern prestige fo r  the U A R . 
Or perhaps we are about to see the genesis

o f a new A rab unity e ffo r t  w ith Nasser 
in com plete co n tro l; such a program  would 
also require a hard-sell job  to the West. 
It is hardly likely that the m ove is sim ply 
a continuation o f the status quo. Nasser 
is w ise enough to realize that he cannot 
too much longer play both the W est and 
Russia fo r  his own ends. One thing alone 
is certain— that A rab propaganda pres­
sures will be heightened and tightened in 
the months to come and, i f  the stakes are 
large enoughj the W est could initiate some 
snappy bargain ing in such m atters as 
A rab refugees, border in filtrations and 
perhaps even a perm anent peace with 
Israel.

Israel Evaluated

L
A ST week, p rior to his departure fo r  

Israel, A bba Eban met with UN 
. Secretary General H am m arskjöld, 

and together the diplom ats came 
up with a favorable evaluation o f Israel’s 
present situation on the international 
scene. A t the UN, none o f the W estern 
governm ents is thinking presently in 
term s o f pushing tow ard fundam ental set­
tlement o f the basic A rab-Israel dispute, 
but rather are m ore interested in con­
solidating the present period o f relatively 
stable A rab-Israel relations. Inasmuch as 
this represents a change from  universally 
abhorrent hostility, the present “ stable re­
lations”  are probably an asset to Israel’s 
international status. W e are not in total 
agreem ent with W estern logic in this 
matter, fo r , though borders m ay be quieter 
and infiltrations less frequent, those basic 
m atters o f dispute are not resolving them ­
selves but are, rather, com pounding with 
time into greater disagreem ents, perm a­
nent seal's and chronic obstructions to a 
final, desirable peace.

On the m ore positive side o f  the ledger, 
the UJ^ m eeting made note o f the vast im­
provem ent discernible in the relations be­
tween Israel and m any governm ents in 
Europe, Latin A m erica, A sia and A frica . 
The term  “ im provem ent”  has reference 
here to m any areas, ranging from  eco­
nom ic and diplom atic, to scientific and 
industrial exchanges and mutual aid pro­
grams.

O f special im portance to Israel, o f 
course, is the fa ct  that the Jewish State 
has recuperated entirely from  the heavy 
loss o f good will it encountered am ong 
high o fficia ls  o f  the U.S. as a result o f 
the 1956 Sinai cam paign. A n  illustration 
o f such recuperation is the fa ct that dur­
ing the fiscal year ended last week, Israel 
had received from  the U.S. a total o f $90,- 
000,000 in developm ent loans, scientific 
aid, technical assistance and argicultural 
com m odities.

A long with Mr. Eban and his govern ­
ment, we are pleased to note these items 
o f progress. This leaves the w ay open, we 
suspect, fo r  Israel to undertake some 
heavy deliberations on some w eighty p rob­
lem s; fo r  example, relations between Is­
rael and A m erican  Jewry.

Montefiore Gift

THE entire com m unity must ex­
press its gratitude to Miss A m y 
P. Frank o f N ew Y ork , a form er 
Pittsburgher, w hose one m illion 

dollar g ift  to the M ontefiore H ospital was 
announced recently. The m oney w ill be 
used tow ard the projected  construction 
o f a new wing, to be known as the “ Sam­
uel and Ettie Klein Frank M em orial.”

In every respect, this g ift  is m ost tim ely 
and appropriate. M ontefiore H ospital, fo r  
some years now, has been function ing to 
fullest capacity, aware o f  the need fo r  
m ore space. New problem s have brought 
new needs and only an ultimate expansion 
program  could properly  fu lfill the new 
demands being exerted by the fie ld  o f 
geriatrics, fo r  example, and rehabilitation 
in chronic illness, fo r  another example. 
M iss F rank ’s g ift  has given im petus and 
practicality to the dream o f expansion.

C ap ita l Spotlight

Religious Extremists Brought 
Discredit to Themselves Only

W ASHINGTON— When religious extremists demonstrated
in W ashington against Israel they brought discredit only

upon themselves. They actually helped rein force the pop­
ular view o f Israel as a genuine dem ocracy.

Their faces reflecting self-righteousness bordering- on 
fanaticism , about 300 ultra-religious J'ews appeared in fron t o f  the
W hite House. They wore black ----------------------------------------------------- -—
frocks and ear-locks, reminiscent 
o f 19th century Poland.

Passers-by gaped. But curiosity 
turned to amazement, even indig­
nation, when the pickets hoisted 
placards. The signs condemned Is­
rael in vitriolic terms. President 
Eisenhower’s intercession was de­
manded against alleged “ oppres­
sion”  o f  religion by the State of 
Israel.

The demonstrators had been o f ­
fered an opportunity to appropri­
ately discuss their g r ie v a n c e s .
They had been invited to send 
spokesmen to meet with officials of 
the Israel Embassy. They rejected 
this Israeli invitation, seeking in­
stead to create a public scandal.

Pickets identified themselves as 
with a so-called “ W orld Union o f 
Orthodox Jewish Communities”  
and the Neturei Karta sect o f  Je­
rusalem. Their main complaint 
seemed to be the construction in 
Jerusalem o f an open-air swim­
ming pool fo r  men and women.

Placards carried by pickets 
charged Israel with “ systematical­
ly eradicating the Jewish religion 
in its boundaries.”  Pickets waved 
banners alleging “ brutality o f Is­
rael Zionist police”  and asking 
“ help us rescue our helpless jailed 
brethren in Israeli prisons.”

Other signs alleged “ new immi­
grants are forcibly sent to atheistic 
collective settlements against their 
will” ; “ parents brutally beaten 
and lose their jobs fo r  giving reli­
gious education to their children” ;
“ inquisition in the ‘ dem ocratic’
Israel.”

Government officials ignored the 
pickets. One sought to enter the 
White House itself. He was turned 
away by Secret Service officers be­
cause he had not even applied fo r  
an appointment. The intent o f the 
hegira from  Brooklyn was appar­
ently not actually to petition Mr.
Eisenhower. The main ob ject 
seemed the creation o f  a spectacle.

“ What should Ike d o?”  asked a 
bystander. “ Declare war on Is­
rael?”

Police officers o f  Jewish faith 
were among those assigned to pro­
tect both pickets and public. E x­
cellent police work was done. Not 
a single incident took place.

The pickets referred to Am er­
ican taxpayers “ supporting”  Israel, 
hinting at severance o f U.S. aid 
programs. As part o f  their cam­
paign to enforce conform ity and

promote theocracy in Israel, ex­
tremists called on members of 
Congress. They were reportedly in­
form ed that the United States 
could not interfere in the internal 
affairs o f a foreign  nation. Also, 
they were reminded that America 
believes in separation o f church 
and state.

A  study o f Jewish law indicated 
that it is a far greater infraction 
fo r  Jews to agitate non-Jews 
against fellow  Jews than fo r  men 
and women to swim peacefully in 
the same pool. In fact, Rabbi Ju­
dah L. Maimon, distiguished Israe­
li religious leader, called fo r  ex- 
communication o f  the agitators.

The United Religious Organiza­
tion o f America, composed o f Miz- 
rachi and Hapoel H a m iz r a c h i, 
termed the demonstrators a “ small, 
irresponsible group”  whose actions 
verged “ on denouncing Israel be­
fore  the non-Jewish world.”

The S y n a g o g u e  C o u n c i l  of 
Am erica, representing the major 
branches o f organized religious 
Jewry, issued a statement deplor­
ing the demonstration.

Jewish Quiz Box
Q U E S T IO N : W h y  is it customary 
to serve liqu or and refreshm ents 
in the syn a gogu e  on the day one 
has yah rze it?
A N S W E R : A number o f reasons 
are advanced fo r  this tradition. 
Some claim that on the yahrzeit 
(the anniversary o f the death of 
a beloved) the soul is regarded as 
passing to a higher plateau in 
Heaven and thus the heir brings 
refreshments ’in celebration and 
as his token o f confidence the soul 
has been elevated another step. 
Some claim that the refreshments 
are brought to the synagogue so 
that those who participate by par­
taking of them will wish the heir 
“ le-chayim”  ( fo r  life ).

It is generally claimed that the 
tradition o f bringing liquor to the 
synagogue is based on the original 
requirement which made it neces­
sary for  one to fast in penitence 
on the day o f yahrzeit. Bringing 
refreshments to the synagogue 
makes the repast a feast of holi­
ness and thus the heir is allowed 
to break the fast. It is claimed 
that originally the heir served an 
entire meal and that when it was 
realized that this would prove em­
barrassing to the poor, it was con­
sidered in order to simply serve 
liquor and cake.

I SSUES AND T R E N D S: Jewish organizations— even rabbinical— are 
drifting increasingly into fields which are o f  general interest, rath­

er than o f specific Jewish interest. . . The convention o f  the Reform
rabbis, which took place in Chicago, is the latest example. . . The rab­
bis adopted more resolutions on general subjects than on subjects o f 
direct concern to Jewishness. . . The spiritual leaders o f  the American 
Jewish Reform  movement have a p -9  
parently not found it necessary to 
adopt a resolution to stimulate in 
this year o f  econom ic recession, 
maximum giving to the United
Jewish Appeal or to local Jewish
philanthropies. . . Nor could I find 
any resolution on how to bring 
Jews to a good year ’round attend­
ance at Reform  Temples, despite 
the fact that Dr. Solom on Freehof, 
veteran Reform  leader, warned 
that adults should be the m ajor 
concern o f  religious education. . .
Neither did I find among the reso­
lutions an expression o f  opposition 
to the Arab boycott against Am er­
ican Jews, or greetings to Israel 
on its 10th anniversary. . . H ow ­
ever, there were resolutions ask­
ing the U.S. Government to halt 
immediately testing o f  nuclear 
weapons; to recognize mainland 
China; to give econom ic aid to 
India; to develop a scientific and 
cultural exchange with Russia, and 
similar resolutions which have very 
little to do with Jews as such, or 
with the Jewish religion. . . No 
wonder that the young Am erican 
Jewish generation is indifferent to 
thing's Jewish. . . W hy should it 
not lapse into indifference, if, in­
stead of offering answers to the 
question “ What is Jewishness” '—• 
often posed by young Am erican-

born Jews— the rabbis seek to 
stress general issues. . . They seem 
to overlook the fact that any Jew 
who wants to advocate the stop­
page o f  nuclear weapons tests, or 
recognition o f  mainland China, or 
to involve himself in similar is­
sues o f  Am erican general life, does 
so as an Am erican citizen and not 
as a Jew. . . From rabbis, guidance 
is expected on subjects Jewish, and 
not on subjects dealing with gen­
eral polities which are properly 
dealt with by organizations open 
to Jews and non-Jews alike.

COMMUNITY CURRENTS: Is 
the grow ing tendency in the 

United States to centralize Jewish 
communal affairs “ good fo r  the 
Jew s?” . . . The Am erican Jewish 
Committee, which does not parti­
cipate in coordinating bodies of 
national Jewish organizations, is 
publicly ju stify in g  its opposition 
to such bodies. . . Dr. John Slaw- 
son, one o f  the top AJC leaders, 
claims that such c o o r d in a t in g  
bodies are tantamount to “ cen­
tralized control”  o f Jewish com ­
munal life. . . He admits that the 
tendencies to centralize Jewish 
communal affairs under governing 
bodies which are related to one an­
other by certain conceptions are

“ gaining mom entum” . . . However, 
he argues that the American Jew ­
ish Committee, by preferring to 
conduct its activities independent­
ly, is thereby rendering a service 
to the com munity by releasing the 
creative impulses in American 
Jewish communal life. . . He al­
so claims that AJC deviations from  
the m ajority view have not been 
due to an addiction to uniqueness, 
but rather to “ a passion fo r  e f­
fectiveness” . . . In his view, the 
nature o f Jewish communal or­
ganizations in Am erica “ must cor­
respond to the nature o f A m er­
ican society and tradition” . . . He 
is not exactly certain whether the 
American Jewish Committee was 
always correct when alone, but he 
cites certain facts which, he says, 
justified the AJC stand in assert­
ing its right to be a minority. . . 
The entire issue was the subject 
o f a full fledged discussion at a 
gathering o f  Am erican Jewish 
Committee leaders, who seemed to 
approve o f the views expressed by 
Dr. Slawson.

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A  New Honor fo r Savitt
NE o f  the most difficult prizes in tennis has gone Dick Savitt’ s 

way, and the story about a trophy makes an interesting sportso
tale.

In 1918, the Terrace-Kniekerbocker Bowl was put on the block, so 
to speak, and the first man who could win the annual Brooklyn men’ s 
singles championship three times would get permanent possession o f it. 
In the 40 years since that t im e ,* ------------------------------------------------------- -
many o f the m ajor net stars have 
won two legs on the trophy, in­
cluding Vinnie Richards and Pan- 
cho Segura. Suddenly, it was re­
alized that here was a champion­
ship trophy that no one had been 
able to take home— and keep.

Dick Savitt, one o f the finest 
tennis players o f our time and per­
haps the greatest Jewish net star, 
won his first two legs on the bowl 
in 1949 and 1950. A fter  his second 
victory, Dick won the W imbledon 
championship and got too involved 
in top-flight tennis to com pete in 
the Brooklyn championship, a 
tournament that no longer at­
tracted the big names o f  the game.

Meanwhile, the years passed and 
Savitt went into b u s in e s s  to 
emerge fo r  the tennis wars from  
time to time. And a few  weeks ago, 
Savitt told a reporter, “ I wanted 
to go at this thing, fo r  the past 
seven years but just couldn’t. This 
summer I ’ve been free  and so I 
came to win. I want the trophy be­
cause o f the names on it and be­
cause it’s one o f  the nation’s old­
est such trophies.”

ura, here are some o f  the other 
winners whose names appear on 
the bow l: Gregory Mangin, Leon­
ard Hartman, Frank J. Bowden, 
Edward W. Burns, Ed Moylan and 
Sidney Schwartz.

Now, at 31, Savitt still main­
tains a high quality o f  tennis. He 
had no difficulty reaching the fi­
nals, and he faced Sid Schwartz, 
a previous winner and also one o f 
the high-ranking netmen o f  the 
game today. Savitt won easily in 
three sets at the Knickerbocker 
Field Club, 6-0, 6-2, 6-3. Dick 
stayed at the baseline much o f the 
match and slammed the ball hard 
and accurately at Schwartz’ feet. 
His violent service helped him 
score many aces, and even when 
Sid volleyed the ball back into 
play fo r  a series o f  shots, Dick 
usually finished him off with long, 
flat drives. In addition, Savitt 
did a good job  in returning “ im­
possible”  shots, calling forth  the 
admiration o f his opponent.

So Savitt, who keeps turning 
down Davis Cup calls, has revealed 
a sentimental streak and came to 
Brooklyn to show it off. He now 
can keep a valued trophy, one that 
took him nearly a decade to win, 
and which no one else ever won 
before him.

A pinch o f  sugar

Sift together flour and salt and 
cut in shortening with a wire pas­
try blender or two knives till the 
mixture form s tiny particles, like 
little peas at least. Add the cold 
water a little at a time, mixing 
lightly with a fork  till a ball o f 
dough is form ed. W rap in wax 
paper or aluminum fo il and chill in 
the refrigerator while preparing 
the pie filling. Heat oven to 425 
¿eg, F. while rolling out the chilled 
pastry between two sheets o f wax 
paper to % inch thickness or thin­
ner if desired. Place lightly over 
a 9-inch pie pan, press lightly 
against bottom and up sides. Trim 
off edge with a knife. Bake at 425 
deg. F. fo r  15 to 18 minutes or 
till lightly browned at~edge. Form 
remaining dough into a ball and 
roll out into a 6-inch circle. With 
a fluted cutter trim off % inch 
ring. Place this ring, stretched as 
you use, over the edge o f baked 
pastry in the pie pan, pressing- 
down with the fluted cutter. Brush­
ing the pastry edge in pie pan 
with cold water or beaten egg- 
white helps the “ trim”  adhere nice­
ly. Now, with the fluted cutter cut 
the pastry circle into 6 wedges. 
After filling is turned into the 
baked pie shell as directed, place 
the wedges on top with a little 
space between and return to oven 
for 15 minutes or till nicely 
browned on top and edges. Serve 
hot or cold, a fter cutting into 6 
portions.

Speaking o f  cherries, have you 

ever tried stewing equal amounts 
o f  pitted fresh cherries with diced 
rhubarb? Wash the prepared
fruits, drain and add dark brown 
sugar to taste a fter stewing in a 
tightly covered saucepan over low 
heat fo r  8 to 10 minutes. Not 
necessary to add liquid as enough 
water clings to the washed fru it 
to melt the sugar while cooking 
slowly. A  few  drops o f  red vege­
table coloring adds to its taste- 
appeal, too.

The fo llow ing dessert is a fa v ­
orite hot-weather cooler.
